A 'phrase’ in music is similar to forming a question and answer. Usually the answer ends on the tonic
or first note in the scale. The question usually ends on another pitch, such as the dominant or fifth note
in the scale. The melody and rhythms may be similar in the question and answer of the phrase.

Rehearse the notes
on the keyboard to the G Major Scale.
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Using the notes from the G Major Scale, create a four measure musical phrase in the form of a question.
